MEETING CALL TO ORDER

Commissioner Charin called the meeting to order at 9:35 a.m.

ROLL CALL

APPROVAL OF AGENDA

MOTION Commissioner Cherin moved, and Commissioner Jones seconded a motion to
approve the agenda. The question was called, and the motion carried unanimously.

REPORT ON POSTING OF AGENDA

Administrative Assistant Saleaumua reported the meeting agenda was properly posted on
March 21, 2025.

Administrative Assistant Saleaumua administered the Oath of Office to
Commissioners Conley Ulich and Smith.

B. Election of Chair and Vice Chair

Commissioner Cherin opened the floor for Chair nominations.

Commissioner Haldeman nominated himself for Chair.

Commissioner Cherin closed nominations for Chair.

The question was called, and the Commission voted 4-l in favor of
Commissioner Haldeman as Chair; Commissioner Haldeman abstained.
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Chair Haldeman opened the floor for Vice Chair nominations.

Commissioner Cherin nominated Commissioner Jones for Vice Chair.

Chair Haldeman closed nominations for Vice Chair.

The question was called, and the Commission voted unanimously in favor of
Commissioner Jones as Vice Chair.

ITEM 2.B. COMMISSION AD HOC COMMITTEE REPORTS

1. Arts in Education

Community Services Director Riesgo stated poetry workshops were
completed at all Malibu public schools, except Malibu High School.

In response to Chair Haldeman, Community Services Director Riesgo stated
Poet Laureate Nathan Hassall would attend a future Commission meeting.

2. Malibu Public Art Exhibitions

Community Services Director Riesgo stated that the “Frames of Nature:
Through the Lens of Student Artists” art exhibition featured landscape

photography from Malibu High School students, and it would be displayed
from April l through May 2.

In response to Vice Chair Jones, Community Services Director Riesgo
stated the framed prints were ordered through an online supplier.

In response to Chair Haldeman and Commissioner Conley Ulich,
Community Services Director Riesgo stated there would not be an opening
reception. She stated the next art exhibition opening reception would be on
May 18, 2025, and feature the work of Sue Wong.

In response to Chair Haldeman, Community Services Director Riesgo stated
the Commission would review the Fiscal Year 2025-26 Malibu Public Art
Exhibition schedule at the May 27, 2025 Regular meeting.

In response to Vice Chair Jones, Community Services Director Riesgo
stated the photography teacher at Malibu High School worked with staff to

provide the artwork.
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Business and Community Outreach

Commissioner Haldeman suggested working with businesses to display
artwork.

Commissioner Conley Ulieh suggested coordinating an artist outreach

program following Commission meetings. She stated each month a different
Commissioner would invite an artist to City Hall. Artists would discuss their
artwork, process, and experiences and the program would be open to the

public.

Chair Haldeman requested to change the Commission's Regular meeting to
begin at 11:00 AM.

Administrative Assistant Saleaumua stated changes to the Rules and
Procedures of Decorum, including the Commission meeting time, must be
an agendized item.

Social Media

Community Services Director Riesgo stated staff were working on

producing videos for social media, and requested assistance from
Commissioners to provide content.

In response to Commissioner Conley Ulich, Community Services Director
Riesgo stated that former Commissioner Fireball Lawrence provided staff
with feedback related to social media content.

Parcel C Performing Arts Center

Vice Chair Jones stated that the Ad Hoc attended a meeting on Parcel C
with staff and the Cross Creek Ranch development team regarding the

proposed performing arts center. He stated they toured the property and

provided feedback on the design.

Commissioner Cherin stated that the performing arts center would consist
of two buildings, one dedicated to artist workshops and maker spaces, and
the other would be a theater, fine art library, and exhibitions.

In response to Chair Haldeman, Community Services Director Riesgo stated
that one meeting took place in December. She stated Council wants the Ad
Hoc to work with the developer to provide a conceptual design, which
would lead to an estimated cost to construct the buildings.

In response to Chair Haldeman, Community Services Director Riesgo stated that
the poetry programs accounted for one-third of the arts budget. She stated the

program was successful due to the volunteers who served on the Poet Laureate
Committee.

In response to Commissioner Cherin, Community Services Director Riesgo stated
that the Poet Laureate Committee would review and recommend an increase to the
Poet Laureate annual stipend.

In response to Commissioner Jones, Community Services Director Riesgo stated
recruitment for the 2025-27 Malibu Poet Laureate was open through May 18, 2025.
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Ad Hoc Committees
Recommended Action: 1) Review and discuss the Commission Ad Hoc
Committees; and 2) Affirm, modify, dissolve, or make new Ad Hoc Committee
appomtments.

Community Services Director Riesgo presented the staff report.

At Chair Haldeman's request, Commissioners introduced themselves and discussed
their background and involvement in the arts industry.

Community Services Director Riesgo stated Council directed the Commission to
appoint two members to the Parcel C Ad Hoc Committee. She stated the Ad Hoc
would collaborate with staff and the planning/design team to provide input and
recommendations on the Arts Center conceptual design. She stated that adding a
second Ad Hoc would violate the Brown Act due to more than two Commissions
discussing the same project.

The Commission requested to hold the April 22, 2025 Regular meeting at Parcel C
to determine whether new Commissioners should be appointed to the Ad Hoc.

Commissioner Conley Ulich stated she wanted to create an Ad Hoc focused on the
theme “Year of Love, Hope, and Healing.”

In response to Commissioner Conley Ulich, Chair Haldeman suggested modifying
the Business and Community Outreach Ad Hoc.

The Commission discussed and appointed Commissioners to serve on each Ad Hoc.

Chair Haldeman moved, and Commissioner Cherin seconded a motion to l) modify
the Business and Community Outreach Ad Hoc to be Business and Community
Outreach and Events focusing on a Year of Love, Hope, and Healing; 2) appoint
Commissioners Cherin and Conley Ulich to the Arts in Education Ad Hoc; 3)
appoint Commissioner Conley Ulich and Chair Haldeman to the Business and
Community Outreach and Events Ad Hoc; 4) appoint Chair Haldeman and
Commissioner Smith to the Malibu Public Art Exhibitions Ad Hoc; 5) appoint
Commissioner Conley Ulich to the Social Media Ad Hoc; 6) affirm Vice Chair
Jones and Commissioner Cherin to the Parcel C Performing Arts Center Ad Hoc;
and 7) review the Parcel C Performing Arts Center ad hoc appointees on April 22,
2025. The question was called, and the motion carried unanimously.

DISCUSSION: At its regular meeting on October 28, 2024, Council provided direction on
the next steps for the Malibu Community Lands Project. As part of that direction, Council
directed the formation of an Ad Hoc Committee composed of two members of the Malibu
Arts Commission to collaborate with staff and the Cross Creek Ranch planning/design
team to provide input and recommendations on the Performing Arts Center conceptual
deagn.

On November 26, 2024, the Commission approved the appointment of Vice Chair Jones
and Commissioner Cherin to serve on the Ad Hoc Committee. On December 5, 2024, the
Ad Hoc Committee met at Parcel C and discussed potential building options, amenities,
and outdoor areas with the Cross Creek Ranch development team. Representatives from
Cross Creek Ranch formulated a conceptual design based on the Ad Hoc Committee’s
feedback and will present an update at the April 22 Regular Commission meeting.

RECOMMENDED ACTION: Confirm or modify the appointment of two Ad Hoc Committee
members tasked with participating in the conceptual design process for a Performing Arts
Center at Cross Creek Ranch Parcel C.

DlSCUSSlON: At its reguiar meeting on October 28, 2024, Council directed the formation
of an Ad Hoc Committee (Ad Hoc) composed of two members of the Maiibu Arts
Commission to provide input and recommendations on the Performing Arts Center
conceptuai design Iocated at Cross Creek Ranch Parcel C. The Ad Hoc would collaborate
with staff and the Cross Creek Ranch planning/design team during the process.

Per the 2023 settlement agreement with Cross Creek Ranch, the City will receive up to
$100,000 in site planning and preliminary design services from the in-house and external
Cross Creek Ranch planning team at no cost to the City. These services are intended to
assist the City in envisioning and planning the future use of Parcel C and to ensure the
conceptual design reflects the community’s values and aspirations. The Ad Hoc is
expected to:

o Attend meetings with staff, Cross Creek Ranch representatives, and their

planning/design team as needed

o Review and provide feedback on design concepts and plans

o Share updates at Malibu Arts Commission meetings to gather input as appropriate

On November 26, 2024, the Commission appointed Vice Chair Jones and Commissioner
Cherin to serve on the Ad Hoc. On December 5, 2024, the Ad Hoc and staff met with the
Cross Creek Ranch development team to discuss potential building options, amenities,
and outdoor areas.
