Agoura Hills:
OC canvassed Twin Oaks and Agoura Meadows several times this week.
OC canvassed Kanan Rd, T.O. Blvd and Agoura Rd. several times this week.

OC, JT Manwell, Public Safety Liaison, Luis C, Deputy City Manager, LHSD engaged A47 at his
encampment near Agoura Rd. IND began packing up his area. IND is working with the
Methodist Church across the street for a potential housing situation but has been service
resistant up to now. IND moved his belongings to the church and is supposed to have an
appointment with a service provider in Ventura Co.

OC was notified that the cleanup at Cornell to take place March 20™". OC updated HOST.
Calabasas:

OC canvassed The Commons/Courtyard. C45 was at Coffee Bean. OC did not engage but
contacted SD De Matteo to see if IND would provide a name. IND was not in the area when SD
arrived. OC was notified that IND has been seen at Civic Center in the afternoons. OC updated
SD De Matteo.

OC canvassed Civic Center and checked in with Michael M, Deputy City Manager.

SD De Matteo engaged C45 at Coffee Bean. SD was unable to acquire INDs name. IND made
several statements that were concerning. OC contacted Daniel M, MET to update. A referral to
the HOME Team to be submitted. OC to follow up. OC updated Michael M, Deputy City
Manager.

OC, Michael M, Deputy City Manager and Peter K, Mayor Pro-Tem completed a night canvass
around the city. Several vehicles were located near the Self-Storage, one of which belongs to
CO7. IND stated that he is going to donate the vehicle to a friend. Another belongs to the
manager of the Self-Storage. A third vehicle belongs to a local worker and is not used as a
dwelling. There was a truck parked behind Albertsons which remained in the location the next
morning and was not at the location on Friday. A vehicle that was unoccupied on Malibu Hills
Rd that appeared to be used as a dwelling was not at the location the following morning. OC
updated Michael M. Another IND was seen exiting a building at a business park but has not
been seen in the area since.

OC received a request through the city Outreach Portal. OC attempted to contact IND several
times by phone without success. / IND contacted OC who forwarded a list of resources and
discussed the Safe Park Program.
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OC attempted to follow up with an IND who left a request on the city’s Outreach Portal last
Friday. OC was able to make an initial contact. OC left a VM.

Hidden Hills:

OC checked in with security at Long Valley Gate. Nothing new to report.

OC canvassed Mureau Rd and checked the gazebo on Round Meadow several times this week.
Malibu:

OC attended lunch. Approximately 30 INDs participated on Tue. and Thur.

OC engaged M84 who stated that his unit should be ready for occupancy sometime between
mid-March and Mid-April.

OC engaged M85 who states that she lives with her BF in Malibu most of the time but has been
experiencing homelessness frequently. IND is service resistant but attended lunch on Tuesday.
OC has not witnessed IND at lunch prior to Tuesday. OC to follow up.

OC responded to a request from the city regarding an IND experiencing homelessness at
Trancas. Security reached out to the city with concern. OC contacted security to update. OC

updated Luis F, Public Safety Liaison.

OC was notified that M86 was detained by LHSD for a situation that occurred in Legacy Park
last week.

Westlake Village:

OC canvassed T.0. Blvd, Agoura Rd, and Lindero Canyon Rd. several times this week.

OC canvassed Shoppes at Westlake Village several times this week. No contacts.

OC was notified by SD Knott that an IND experiencing homelessness was seen at Calvary
Church asking for food. IND was not at the location when OC arrived. An IND matching the
description was witnessed by OC pan handling at the 101 offramp. There was no safe place to

pull over at the location. OC to follow up if IND sighted again.

OC canvassed Westlake Village Community Park. No contacts.
